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Since the church at Rome was composed of believers from many
different religious, cultural, and racial backgrounds, there were
widely varying opinions regarding lifestyle issues that weren't
clearly defined in Scripture. In this passage Paul shows how to
maintain unity in the church by learning to "agree to disagree
agreeably" and accepting each other in love.
