7 Blessings of Highly Elected People! 

Blessing #1  God Chose us to be holy and blameless! 

Blessing #2  God has adopted me into His Family!

Blessing #3:  We are redeemed and forgiven. 

Ephesians 1:7-8 “In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sin, in 

accordance with the riches of God’s grace that He lavished upon us with all wisdom and 

understanding.” 

 

Two things that happen in our lives because of Christ’s blood:   

 

1. Redemption: Purchased by Christ; you and I are useless until we’re purchased by Christ.   

 Sitting on the shelf before we are purchased… 

 A slave shackled on the auction block…

2. Forgive: Our sin has been “carried away” or “dismissed” 

 Jesus was your scapegoat

Psalm 103:12 says, “He has taken our sins away as far as the east is from the west.”   

 

“When Aaron who was the high priest finished making atonement for the most holy place he 

shall bring forward the live goat and he is to lay both hands on the head of the live goat and 

confess over it all the wickedness and rebellion of all the Israelites, all their sins and put them 

on the goats head and then send the goat away into the desert in the care of a man appointed for 

the task. And the goat will carry on itself all their sins to a solitary place.  And the man shall 

release it in the desert” Lev. 16:9-
